EYintended use

Read these instructions carefully. Only then
will you be able to operate your appliance
safely and correctly. Retain the instruction
manual and installation instructions for future
use or for subsequent owners.

The appliance can only be used safely if it is
correctly installed according to the safety
instructions. The installer is responsible for
ensuring that the appliance works perfectly at
its installation location.

This appliance is intended for domestic use
and the household environment only. The
appliance is not intended for use outside. Do
not leave the appliance unattended during
operation. The manufacturer is not liable for
damage which is caused by improper use or
incorrect operation.

This appliance is intended for use up to a
maximum height of 2000 metres above sea
level.

This appliance may be used by children over
the age of 8 years old and by persons with
reduced physical, sensory or mental capacity
or by persons with a lack of experience or
knowledge if they are supervised by someone
who is responsible for their safety, or have
been instructed in how to use the appliance
safely and have understood the risks involved
in not using it properly.

Children must not play with the
appliance.Cleaning and user maintenance
must not be performed by children unless they
are over 15 years of age and are supervised.

Keep children below the age of 8 years old at
a safe distance from the appliance and power
cable.

Check the appliance for damage after
unpacking it. Do not connect the appliance if it
has been damaged in transport.

This appliance is not intended for operation
with an external clock timer or a remote
control.

/A\Warning — Danger of suffocation!
Packaging material is dangerous to children.

Risk of poisoning from flue gases that are
drawn back in.

Always ensure adequate fresh air in the room
if the appliance is being operated in exhaust
air mode at the same time as room air-
dependent heat-producing appliance is being
operated.

Room air-dependent heat-producing
appliances (e.g. gas, oil, wood or coal-
operated heaters, continuous flow heaters or
water heaters) obtain combustion air from the
room in which they are installed and discharge
the exhaust gases into the open air through an
exhaust gas system (e.g. a chimney).
In combination with an activated vapour
extractor hood, room air is extracted from the
kitchen and neighbouring rooms - a partial
vacuum is produced if not enough fresh air is
supplied. Toxic gases from the chimney or the
extraction shaft are sucked back into the living
space.
= Adequate incoming air must therefore
always be ensured.
= An incoming/exhaust air wall box alone will
not ensure compliance with the limit.
Safe operation is possible only when the
partial vacuum in the place where the heat-
producing appliance is installed does not
exceed 4 Pa (0.04 mbar). This can be
achieved when the air needed for combustion
is able to enter through openings that cannot
be sealed, for example in doors, windows,
incoming/exhaust air wall boxes or by other
technical means.

In any case, consult your responsible Master
Chimney Sweep. He is able to assess the
house's entire ventilation setup and will
suggest the suitable ventilation measures to
you.

Unrestricted operation is possible if the vapour
extractor hood is operated exclusively in the
circulating-air mode.

/\ Warning — Risk of fire!

= Fatty deposits in the grease filter may catch
fire. Regularly clean the grease filter. Never
operate the appliance without a grease
filter.

= Grease deposits in the grease filter may
catch fire. Never work with naked flames
close to the appliance (e.g. flambéing). Do
not install the appliance near a heat-
producing appliance for solid fuel
(e.g. wood or coal) unless a closed, non-
removable cover is available. There must
be no flying sparks.

= Hot oil and fat can ignite very quickly. Never
leave hot fat or oil unattended. Never use
water to put out burning oil or fat. Switch off
the hotplate. Extinguish flames carefully
using a lid, fire blanket or something similar.

= When gas burners are in operation without
any cookware placed on them, they can
build up a lot of heat. A ventilation
appliance installed above the cooker may
become damaged or catch fire. Only
operate the gas burners with cookware on
them.

= Operating several gas burners at the same
time gives rise to a great deal of heat. A
ventilation appliance installed above the
cooker may become damaged or catch fire.
Never operate two gas burners
simultaneously on the highest flame for
longer than 15 minutes. One large burner of
more than 5 kW (wok) is equivalent to the
power of two gas burners.

= [he accessible parts become very hot when
in operation. Never touch hot parts. Keep
children at a safe distance.

= The appliance will become hot during
operation, especially near the bulbs. Allow
the appliance to cool down before cleaning.

The appliance may fall down if it has not
been properly fastened in place. All
fastening components must be fixed firmly
and securely.

The appliance is heavy. To move the
appliance, 2 people are required. Use only
suitable tools and equipment.

The appliance is very heavy. The appliance
must not be fitted directly onto plasterboard
or similar lightweight materials. To ensure
correct installation, you must use a material
which is sufficiently stable and suitable for
both the structural conditions and the
weight of the appliance.

Changes to the electrical or mechanical
assembly are dangerous and may lead to
malfunctions. Do not make any changes to
the electrical or mechanical assembly.

The filter cover may swing out. Always open
and close the filter cover slowly. Ensure that
the filter cover does not swing out after it is
released.

Risk of trapping body parts when opening
and closing the filter cover. Do not reach
into the area behind the filter cover and
keep your hands away from the hinges.
Batteries can be easily swallowed by
children. Keep batteries out of the reach of
children.

en Environmental protection

Causes of damage

Caution!

Always replace faulty bulbs to prevent the
remaining bulbs from overloading.

Never clean operator
controls with a wet cloth.

Surface damage due to incorrect cleaning.
Clean stainless steel surfaces in the direction
of the grain only. Do not use any stainless
steel cleaners for operator controls.

Surface damage due to strong or abrasive
cleaning agents. Never use strong and
abrasive cleaning agents.

Risk of damage as a result of incorrect
loading of design elements. Do not pull design
elements.Do not place objects on the design
elements or hang objects from them.

Your new appliance is particularly energy-efficient.
Here you can find tips on how to save even more
energy when using the appliance, and how to dispose
of your appliance properly.

Saving energy

m During cooking, ensure that there is a sufficient
supply of air to enable the extractor hood to work
efficiently and with a low level of operating noise.

m Adjust the fan speed to the amount of steam
produced during cooking. Only use intensive mode
when required. The lower the fan speed, the less
energy is consumed.

m If cooking produces large amounts of steam, select
a higher fan speed in good time. If the cooking
steam has already spread around the kitchen, the
extractor hood will need to be operated for longer.

m Switch off the extractor hood if you no longer require
it.

m Switch off the lighting if you no longer require it.

m Clean and (if required) replace the filter at regular
intervals in order to increase the effectiveness of the
ventilation system and to prevent the risk of fire.

m Put the lid on to reduce cooking steam and
condensation.

Environmentally-friendly disposal

Dispose of packaging in an environmentally-friendly
manner.

[ Operating modes

Exhaust air mode

The air which is drawn in is cleaned
by the grease filters and conveyed to
the exterior by a pipe system.

Note: The exhaust air must not be conveyed into a
functioning smoke or exhaust gas flue or into a shaft
which is used to ventilate installation rooms which
contain heat-producing appliances.

m Before conveying the exhaust air into a non-
functioning smoke or exhaust gas flue, obtain the
consent of the heating engineer responsible.

m |f the exhaust air is conveyed through the outer wall,
a telescopic wall box should be used.

Circulating-air mode

The air which is drawn in is cleaned by
the grease filters and an activated
carbon filter and conveyed back into the
kitchen.

Note: To bind odours in circulating-air mode, you must
install an activated carbon filter. The different options for
operating the appliance in circulating-air mode can be
found in the brochure. Alternatively, ask your dealer.
The required accessories are available from specialist
retailers, from customer service or from the

Online Shop.

E¥ Operating the appliance

These instructions apply to several appliance variants.
It is possible that individual features are described
which do not apply to your appliance.

If your appliance has Home Connect, more functions
are only available in the Home Connect app.

Note: Switch on the extractor hood when you start
cooking and switch it off again several minutes after you
have finished cooking. This is the most effective way of
removing the kitchen fumes.

Remote control

Use the remote control to set and adjust the various
different functions of your appliance.

Note: Align the remote control as precisely as possible
to the infrared receiver for the LED display.

Setting the fan

Switching on

1. Press the O button.

The fan starts at fan setting 2.
2. Press the + or — button to set a different fan setting.
The corresponding LEDs light up on the appliance.

Note: The appliance has 3 fan settings and
2 intensive modes.

Switching off
Press the D button.

Intensive setting

You can use the intensive setting if there is a large
build-up of odours and fumes/vapours.

Switching on

1. Press the @ button.
The fan starts at fan setting 2.

2. Press the + button twice in order to set intensive
mode 1.

3. Press the + button three times in order to set
intensive mode 2.

The corresponding LEDs light up on the appliance.

Note: After approx. 6 minutes, the extractor hood
automatically switches back to fan setting 3.

Fan run-on time

Switching on
Press the ® button.

The fan runs at fan setting 1. LED 1 on the appliance
lights up, LED 6 flashes.

After approx. 10 minutes, the fan switches off
automatically.

Switching off
Press the ® button.
This immediately stops the fan run-on.

Intermittent ventilation

This function is only available in the Home Connect app.

With interval ventilation, the ventilation system switches
on and off in the selected setting for the selected time.

LED 6 flashes continuously, the LED for the selected
ventilation setting lights up on the appliance.

As soon as the ventilation duration comes to an end,
the LED for the ventilation setting you have selected
goes out. LED 6 continues to flash.

Automatic mode

Switching on

1. Press the  button.
The fan starts at fan setting 2. The corresponding
LEDs light up.

2. Press the J& button.
LED 6 on the appliance lights up and the optimum
fan setting is set automatically via a sensor.

Switching off
Switch off automatic mode using the &% button.

The fan switches itself off automatically if the sensor
detects no further change in the air quality of the room.

Automatic mode can run for a maximum of four hours.



Sensor control

In automatic mode, a sensor in the extractor hood
detects the intensity of the cooking and roasting
odours. Depending on the sensor setting, the fan
automatically switches itself to another fan setting.

Possible sensor settings:

Default sensitivity setting: LED 3 (fan setting 3)
Lowest sensitivity setting: LED 1 (fan setting 1)
Highest sensitivity setting: LED 5 (intensive mode 2)

If the sensor control responds too strongly or not
enough, it can be changed accordingly:

1. When the appliance is switched off, press and hold
the O and 2% buttons for approx. 3 seconds.

2. Press the + or — button to change the sensor control
setting.

3. Press and hold the O and & buttons for
approx. 3 seconds to save the setting or wait for
approx. 10 seconds until the setting is automatically
saved.
A signal tone will sound.

Note: Press the (D button to cancel the setting.

Saturation display

When the metal grease filters or the air recirculation
filter are saturated after the appliance has been
switched off, the corresponding symbols flash and a
repeated signal tone sounds:

m Metal grease filter: LED 1 flashes

m Air recirculation filter: LED 2 flashes

m Metal grease filter and air recirculation filter: LEDs
1 and 2 flash

If you have not yet done so, the metal grease filters
should now be cleaned or the air recirculation filter
replaced. — "Cleaning and maintenance" on page 13

The saturation indicators can be reset while they are
flashing. To do this, press the € button.

Switching over to circulating-air mode

For circulating-air mode, the electronic controller must
be switched over accordingly.

1. When the appliance is switched off, press and hold
the M and & buttons for approx. 3 seconds.

The LED for the currently active filter setting lights up
on the appliance.

2. Press the + button/= button until LED 2 for
circulating-air mode (filter cannot be regenerated)
lights up on the appliance.

3. Press the + button/ = button until LED 3 for
circulating-air mode (filter can be regenerated) lights
up on the appliance.

4. Press the + button/= button until LED 1 on the
appliance for the electronic controller is switched
back to operation without air recirculation filter.

5. Press and hold the D and € buttons for
approx. 3 seconds to save the setting or wait for
approx. 10 seconds until the setting is automatically
saved.

A signal tone will sound.

Note: Press the (D button to cancel the setting.

Operating the appliance en

Lighting

The lighting can be switched on and off independently
of the fan.

Press the ¢ button.
Setting the brightness

Press and hold the © or O button until the required
brightness is reached.

Note: Colour temperature settings are available in the
Home Connect app provided the appliance has this
function.

Button tone

Switching on or off

Note: Only button tones can be switched on and off.
Signal tones on the appliance cannot be switched off.

1. When the appliance is switched off, press and hold
the O and — buttons for approx. 3 seconds.
The LED in the currently selected setting lights up.
2. Press the + or — button to change the setting.
The button tones are switched on if LED 1 lights up
on the appliance.
The button tones are switched off if LED 2 lights up
on the appliance.
3. Press and hold the O and — buttons for
approx. 3 seconds to save the setting or wait for
approx. 10 seconds until the setting is automatically
saved.
A signal tone will sound.

Note: Press the (D button to cancel the setting.
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B Connecting to a hob

You can connect this appliance to a hob

(if the hob supports connection to the appliance) and
then control the functions of the hood via your hob.

Appliances can be connected to each other in different
ways:

Home Connect

Two appliances can be connected using the

Home Connect app provided that both of them are
Home Connect compatible.

Refer to the Home Connect documents supplied for
more information.

Connecting appliances directly

If the appliance is connected directly to a hob, it cannot
be connected to your home network as well. The
appliance will function as an extractor hood that is not
connected to the network and you can continue to
operate it via the control panel.

Connecting appliances via your home network

If the appliances are connected to each other via your
home network, both the hood controls on the hob and
Home Connect can be used to operate the appliance.

Notes

m Make sure you follow the safety instructions in the
instruction manual for your extractor hood and that
these are complied with even when operating the
appliance via the hood controls on the hob.

m If the extractor hood is being operated by means of
the controls on the hood itself, this mode of
operation always has priority. It is not possible to use
the hood controls on the hob during this time.

Setting up a connection

The hood must be switched off before you can connect
the hob and extractor hood.

Connecting directly

Make sure that the hob is switched on and is in search
mode.

To do this, refer to the section entitled "Connecting to
the extractor hood" in the instruction manual for your
hob.

Notes

m Before connecting the appliance, reset all existing
connections to the WiFi or other appliances.

m If your extractor hood is connected directly to the
hob, it cannot be connected to your WiFi as well and
you will not be able to use Home Connect.

Press and hold the & button until the Home Connect
LED starts flashing.

The extractor hood has been connected to the hob
when the Home Connect LED stops flashing and
remains continuously lit.

Connecting via your home network

Follow the instructions in the section entitled
"Automatic login to your home network" or

"Manually logging into your home network"
— "Home Connect" on page 11

Once the extractor hood is connected to your home
network, you can connect to the hob via the Home
Connect app. To do this. follow the instructions on your
mobile device.



[&l Home Connect

This appliance can be networked and also controlled
using a mobile device.

If the appliance is not connected to your home network,
it will function as an extractor hood with no network
connection and can still be operated via the display.

The availability of the Home Connect function depends
on the availability of Home Connect services in your
country. Home Connect services are not available in
every country. You can find more information on this at
www.home-connect.com.

Notes

m Ensure that you follow the safety instructions in this
instruction manual and that you comply with these
even when you are away from home and are
operating the appliance via the Home Connect app.
You must also follow the instructions in the Home
Connect app.

m Operating the appliance directly from the appliance
always takes priority. It is not possible to operate the
appliance using the Home Connect app during this
time.

Setting up

To implement settings via Home Connect, you must
have installed and set up the Home Connect app on
your mobile device.

Refer to the Home Connect documents supplied for
more information.

The app will guide you through the entire registration
process. Follow the steps specified by the app to
implement the settings.

The app must be open in order to perform the set-up
Process.

Notes

m In networked standby mode, your appliance requires
a maximum of 2 W.

m If you need your device's MAC address to connect to
your home network, you can find this next to the
rating plate inside the appliance (you will need to
remove the filter to see it).

Automatic registration in the home network

Notes

= You need a router that has WPS functionality.

m You need to be able to access your router. If you do
not have this, follow the steps for "Manually logging
into your home network".

m The extractor hood cannot be switched on during the
connection process. You can cancel the process at
any time by pressing the O symbol.

m To connect the extractor hood to your home
network, the hood and the light must be switched off.

1. Press and hold the & button until LED 7 on the
appliance flashes.

2. Press the + button.
LED 1 and LED 7 will flash.

3. Press the WPS button on the router within the next
2 minutes.
If the extractor hood has successfully connected, it
will automatically connect to the Home Connect app.
LED 3 and LED 7 will flash.
Note: If the extractor hood has been unable to
connect, it will automatically allow you to manually
connect to your home network. The LED for fan
setting 2 and the Home Connect LED will flash. Log
the appliance into your home network manually or
press the — button to try logging in automatically
again.

4. On your mobile device, follow the instructions for
automatic network login.

The login process is complete when LED 7 on the

appliance stops flashing and remains continuously lit.

Software update

Using the software update function, your extractor
hood's software can be updated (e.g. for the purpose of
optimisation, troubleshooting or security updates). To
do this, you need to be a registered Home Connect
user, have installed the app on your mobile device and
be connected to the Home Connect server.

As soon as a software update is available, you will be
informed through the Home Connect app and will be
able to start the software update via the app.

Once the update has been successfully downloaded,
you can start installing it via the Home Connect app if
you are on your local area network.

The Home Connect app will inform you once installation
is complete.

Notes

m You can continue to use your extractor hood as
normal while updates are downloading.

m Depending on your personal settings in the app,
software updates can also be set to download
automatically.

m  We recommend that you install security updates as
soon as possible.

Remote diagnostics

If a fault occurs, the after-sales service can use remote
diagnostics to access your appliance.

Contact the after-sales service, making sure that your
appliance is connected to the Home Connect server
and checking that the remote diagnostics service is
available in your country.

Note: For more information and to check whether the
remote diagnostics service is available in your country,

Resetting the connection
You can reset the connections you have saved on your
home network and on Home Connect at any time.

Press and hold the & and + buttons until LED 7 on the
appliance goes out. An audible signal will sound.



About data protection

appliance transmits the following categories of data to
the Home Connect server (initial registration):

m Unique appliance identification (consisting of

appliance codes as well as the MAC address of the

installed WiFi communication module).

m Security certificate of the WiFi communication
module (to ensure a secure IT connection).

m The current software and hardware version of your
domestic appliance.

m Status of any previous resetting to factory settings.

This initial registration prepares the Home Connect

functions for use and is only required when you want to

use these Home Connect functions for the first time.

Note: Ensure that the Home Connect functions can be
used only in conjunction with the Home Connect app.
Information on data protection can be accessed in the
Home Connect app.
