Mains Connection

Your cooker should have been checked to ensure that

the voltage corresponds with your supply voltage,

this is stated on the rating plate, which is situated on

the outer rear panel.

The model number and serial number are located on the
front of the cooker, as shown on the Feature's page.

The cooker must be connected by a competent person
such as one who is a, NICEIC registered contractor to a
suitable double-pole control unit with a minimum rating
of 32A and a minimum contact clearance of 3mm
(applicable to newer properties, older properties where a
30A double pole control unit and a minimum contact
clearance of 3mm is acceptable).

The double pole control unit should be fitted

adjacent to the cooker, in accordance with IEE regulations.
The control unit must be within 2 meters of but not
directly above the appliance and should be easily
accessible in the event of an emergency. The power
supply cable should conform to B.5.6004 with a
conductor size of 6mmz2, minimum.

Access to the mains terminals is gained by removing the
rear access cover. The mains cable must pass through
the cable clamp adjacent to the terminal block.
Sufficient cable should be used to allow the cooker to
be pulled out for servicing.

Ensure that the mains cable is routed away from any
brackets affixed to the rear panel and is not trapped to
the rear wall when pushing the cooker into position
between cabinets.

This operation must be performed by a
qualified technician.

Before moving your cooker check that it is cool, and switch off
at the cooker control unit. Movement of your cooker is
most easily achieved by lifting the front as follows:

Open the grill door sufficiently to allow
a comfortable grip on the underside front edge
of the oven roof, avoiding any grill elements.

Take care in moving the cooker as it is heavy. Take care
to ensure that any floor covering is not damaged.

Splashplate optional, apply to Parts Department (see
Back Cover for contact number.)

The following instructions should be read by a qualified
technician to ensure that the appliance is installed,
regulated and technically serviced correctly in
compliance with current regulations.

When the cooker is first used an odour may be emitted,
this will cease after a period of use.

When first using the cooker ensure that the room is well
ventilated (e.g. open a window or use an extractor fan)
and that persons who may be sensitive to the odour avoid
any fumes. It is suggested that any pets be removed from
the room until the smell has ceased. This odour is due to
temporary finish on oven liners and elements and also any
moisture absorbed by the insulation.

MAIN OVEN

To heat the oven turn the knob clockwise, selecting
the require temperature between 80°C (176°F) and
250°C (482°F) as recommended in the temperature
chart. The pilot light will immediately come on and
remain on until the oven reaches the required
temperature. This light will then automatically go off
and on during cooking as the oven thermostat
maintains the correct temperature.

It should be noted that at the end of the cooking
period there may be a momentary puff of steam
when the oven door is opened. This will disperse in
a few seconds and is a perfectly normal
characteristic of an oven with a good door seal.
Since a circulaire fan oven heats up more
quickly,and generally cooks food at a lower
temperature than a conventional oven, pre-heating is
often unnecessary.However, foods such as bread,
scones,Yorkshire pudding,do benefit from being
placed in a pre-heated oven.

The 'oven temperature charts' are a guide only,
giving approximate cooking temperatures and
times.To suit personal taste and requirements, it
may be necessary to increase or decrease
temperatures by 10°C.

Unless otherwise indicated in the charts food should
be placed in a cold oven, i.e. without pre-heating. If
food is placed in an already hot oven, the
suggested cooking time should be reduced,
depending on the type and quantity of food being
cooked.

Oven positions

Since the distribution of heat in the circulaire fan
oven is very even, most foods will cook satisfactorily
on any shelf position, but the shelves should be
evenly spaced.

The top oven rod shelf can be used in the main oven
when cooking large quantities of food.

Food or utensils should Never be placed directly
an the floor of the oven for cooking.

Never use more than 4 shelves in the oven as air
circulation will be seriously restricted.To ensure oven
circulation do not use meat pans larger than 390 x
300mm (15"x12") and baking trays no larger than
330 x 255mm (13"x 10"), these should be positioned
centrally on the oven shelf.

Food should not be placed directly on the floor of

the oven. To avoid unnecessary cleaning, rod
shelves which are not in use, should be removed
from the oven.

Temperature and time

When all four shelves are used to cook large
quantities of food for home freezing or parties, it
may be necessary to increase the cooking times
given in the temperature charts by a few minutes, to
allow for the loss of heat due to extra time taken to
load the oven, and the larger mass of food. Baking
trays should have an equal gap at either side of the
oven.

TOPOVEN

The top oven should be used to cook small
quantities of food.The oven is designed so that the
grill element operates at a reduced heat output, this
is combined with a heating element situated
underneath the floor of the oven.

To ensure even cooking of the food it is important
that cooking utensils are positioned correctly on the
oven shelf so that the element is directly above.

There are two cooking positions, the shelf placed on
runner 1 or 2 (from the base), do not use shelves
upside down.

Food/utensils must not be placed directly on the
oven floor.

There should always be at least 256mm (1in) between
the top of the food and the grill element.

Warning: ltems stored in top oven will get hot when
main oven is in use.

Operation

While the top oven is heating up, the pilot light

will come on and remain on until the oven

reaches the required temperature. The pilot light

will automatically go on and off during cooking

as the thermostat maintains the correct temperature.

Do not use the grill pan as a meat pan in the
top oven as air circulation will be seriously
restricted.

Top oven as a warming compartment for plates
Place the plates/dishes on the shelf, positioned on
runner 1, turn top oven control to 100°C for 10-15
minutes.Never use grill control.

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USING THE GLASS CERAMIC HOB

The glue applied on the gaskets leaves traces of
grease on the glass. Before using the appliance, we
recommend you remove these with a special non-
abrasive cleaning product. During the first few hours
of use there may be a smell of rubber which will
disappear very quickly.

Switching the cooking zones on and off

To switch on a cooking zone, turn the corresponding
knob in a clockwise direction.

To switch it off again, turn the knob in an anticlockwise
direction until it is in the “0” position.

If the COOKING ZONE ON indicator light is lit, this
shows that at least one pf the cooking zones on the
hob is switched on.

Cooking zones

The hob is equipped with electric heating elements.
When they are in use the following items on the hob
become red.

Cooking zones with highlight heating elements
These emit heat via radiation from the hilite lamps they
contain. They have similar properties to gas burners:
they are easy to control and reach set temperatures
quickly, allowing you to actually see the power they are
providing.

Description of the heating elements
The circular radiant heating elements become red 10 -
20 seconds after they have been switched on.
The circular hilite heating elements guarantee even
heat distribution in addition to the usual advantages
that hilite heating elements bring.
Hilite lamps emit high levels of heat and light as soon
as they are switched on, offering the following practical
advantages:

rapid heating (in relation to a gas burner)

rapid cooling

even temperature across the whole surface (due to

the circular heating elements).

They are similar to the other cooking zones on the hob
and are therefore easy to use. To ensure you use the
hob correctly, all you need to do is consult the cooking
tables in the instruction booklet.

PRACTICAL ADVICE ON USING THE HOB

e Use pans with a thick, flat base to ensure that they
adhere perfectly to the cooking zone.

=T

e Always use pans with a diameter that is large
enough to cover the hotplate fully, in order to use all
the heat produced.

e Always make sure that the base of the pan is
completely clean and dry: this ensures that the pans
adhere perfectly to the cooking zones and that both
the pans and the hob last for a longer period of time.

e Avoid using the same cookware that is used on gas
burners: the heat concentration on gas burners may
have warped the base of the pan, causing it not to
adhere to the surface correctly.

e Never leave a cooking zone switched on without a
pan on top of it, as doing so may cause the zone to
become damaged.

1. SELECT AFUNCTION

TOP OVEN

To select a function, turn the Top Oven/Grill Selection Knob to the
symbol for the function you require, then select the required
temperature by turning the Top Oven/Grill Temperature Knob.

MAIN OVEN - FAN COOKING

CONVENTIONAL
For cooking any kind of dish on one shelf only.

BOTTOM

This function can be used to finish cooking filled pies
or to thicken soups. Use this function for the last 10/15
minutes of cooking.

LEFT GRILL

@ For grilling small food like bacon or toasting bread.
The grill pan is placed on top of the top oven cavity

shelf. The shelf position can be adjusted to allow for grilling

different types of food.

GRILL

@ For grilling steaks, kebabs and sausages, cooking
vegetables au gratin or toasting bread. When grilling meat,
we recommend using a drip tray to collect the cooking
juices: Position the pan on any of the levels below the wire
shelf and add 200 ml of drinking water.

This control switches on the main oven. To select
Fan Cooking - Turn thecontrol clockwise and select
any temperature between 90°C and Max. As the
control is turned the fan will start.The main oven light
will immediately come on.

The thermostat light indicates that the main oven is
heating. When it turns off, the temperature inside the
oven has reached the setting made with the main
oven knob. At this point, the light will turn on and off
as the oven maintains the temperature at a constant
level.

The fan and the oven interior light will remain on
throughout cooking. The red main oven thermostat
light will come on until the oven reaches therequired
temperature. It will then cycle off and on as the oven
thermostat maintains the correct temperature.

The heat for fan cooking in the main oven is
provided by an element situated at the back of the
oven, around the fan.

Fan cooking is ideal for large poultry or joints of
meat, reducing cooking times and often eliminating
the need for pre-heating the oven. It is also ideal for
batch cooking where food is cooked on morethan
one level, because the forced circulation of hot air
gives aneven temperature from the top to the bottom
of the oven.

FORCED AIR

For cooking different foods on multiple shelves (maximum
of four) at the same time. This function can be used to
cook different foods without odours being transferred from
one food to another.
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GRILL
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Setting the Grill

CAUTION: Accessible parts may become hot
during use. Young children should be kept

GRILLING SHOULD NEVER BE UNDERTAKEN
WITH THE GRILL/TOP OVEN DOOR CLOSED.

The grill control is designed to provide variable heat
control of either the twin grill elements on together or
the single left hand grill element only, depending
upon which direction the control knob is rotated.

Food which requires browning only should be placed
under the hot grill, directly on the shelf in the first or
second runner from the bottom of the oven,
according to the depth of the dish.

Open the Grill door to the grilling position. i.e. fully.
With the grill door in the grilling position, heating the
grill is achieved by turning the control clockwise to
the desired 'grill setting' on the control panel.
Never: line the grill pan with aluminium foil.

GUIDE TO GRILLING

Pre-heat the grill for 5 minutes on maximum
control setting before grilling

The settings in the above guide have been
developed to cook food successfully without
excessive fat spitting and splashing.

Grill Pan Handle

The grill pan handle is detachable from the pan to
facilitate cleaning and storage. Fix the pan handle
securely before use:

1. Fit the handle to the grill pan so that the external
‘hooks’ embrace the edge of the pan (fig. 1)

2. Make sure that the middle part of the handle fits
exactly the protruding support of the pan (fig .2)
and holds the pan from the bottom.

The food must be placed on the rack in the grill pan.

Position the grill pan on top of the oven rack. The

best results are achieved by placing the oven rack

on the uppermost shelves. Pouring a little water into
the grill pan will make the collection of grease
particles more efficient and prevent the formation of
smoke.

Setting the clock

The clock may be set when the oven is switched off
or when it is switched on, provided that the end time of
a cooking cycle has not been programmed previously.
After the appliance has been connected to the mains,

or after a blackout, the 00:00
digits on the DISPLAY will begin to flash.

1. Press the "+"and "-" button simultaneously

Than the colon between hours and minutes is flashing.
2. Use the “+” and “-” buttons to adjust the time; if you
press and hold either button, the display will scroll

through the values more quickly, making it quicker and

easier to set the desired value.

Changing the buzzer frequency

The buzzer signal frequency can be changed by

touching the "- " repeatedly.

Setting the minute minder

This function does not interrupt cooking and does not
affect the oven; it is simply used to activate the buzzer

when the set amount of time has elapsed.

1. Press the {F";- button several times until the ﬂ icon
and the three digits on the display begin to flash.

2. Use the “+” and “-” buttons to set the desired time; if
you press and hold either button, the display will scroll
through the values more quickly, making it quicker and

easier to set the value.

3. Wait for 5 seconds, If you press the buttom one more time
the display will then show the time as it counts down.
When this period of time has elapsed the buzzer will be

activated.

Programming cooking
A cooking mode and temperature must be selected before
programming can take place.
Programming the cooking duration
1. Press the ff; button several times until icon A
and the DUR digits on the DISPLAY begin to flash.
2. Use the “+” and “-” buttons to set the desired
duration; if you press and hold either button, the
display will scroll through the values more quickly,
making it quicker and easier to set the value.
3. Wait for 5 seconds, after that the icon A will be visible
on the display.
4. When the set time has elapsed and the oven will stop cooking
you will hear a buzzer sounds. Press any button to stop the
buzzer and turn the control knobs to OFF.
e For example: it is 9:00 a.m. and a time of 1 hour and
15 minutes is programmed. The programme will
stop automatically at 10:15 a.m.

Setting the end time for a cooking mode

1. Follow steps 1 to 3 to set the duration as detailed
above. .

2. Next, press the & button until the text END on the diplay
begin to flash.

3. use the “+” and “-” buttons to adjust the cooking end
time; if you press and hold either button, the display

will scroll through the values more quickly, making it
quicker and easier to set the desired value.

4. Wait for 5 seconds or press the {E';- button again,

When the cooking process start, the symbol , is visible
on the display.

5. When the set time has elapsed, the oven will stop cooking
and a buzzer sounds.Press any button to stop it and turn
the control knobs to OFF.

Programming has been set when the icon A
is illuminated.

e For example: It is 9:00 a.m. and a duration of 1 hour
has been programmed. 12:30 is scheduled as the
end time. The programme will start automatically at
11:30 a.m.

Cancelling a programme

To cancel a programme:

e press the {p? button until the icon corresponding to
the setting you wish to cancel and the digits on the
display are flashing. Press the “-” button until the
digits 00:00 appear on the display.

® Press and hold the “+” and “-” buttons; this will
cancel all the settings selected previously, including
timer settings.

protection of the hob glass surface. It contains a mild
cleaning agent so that subsequent applications may
clean and apply a protective film at the same time.
Stubborn stains or burnt-on residue from spillage on

The shelves can now be fitted into the shelf supports

at the required heights. Note that there is pan guard ‘D’
